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WHY INVEST IN INDONESIA?

Indonesia presents compelling investment opportunities, bolstered by economic
stability, a vast domestic market, and progressive pro-investment policies. In 2024,
the nation's economy expanded by 5.03%, driven by a 4.61% increase in
investments—the highest in six years (Sulaiman & Suroyo, 2025). Notably, the annual
inflation rate in January 2025 decreased to 0.76%, the lowest since 2000, indicating

effective price control measures (Reuters, 2025).

Indonesia has a population of over 281 million people, with a majority in the
working-age group. This creates a large domestic market and a highly competitive
workforce. The government has implemented various fiscal incentives, including tax
holidays and reductions for strategic sectors, and has streamlined business licensing
processes to foster a conducive investment climate (BKPM, n.d). Major infrastructure
projects have enhanced connectivity and logistical efficiency, further strengthening

Indonesia's competitiveness as an investment and production hub.

The synergy of economic stability, favorable demographics, fiscal incentives, and
ease of doing business positions Indonesia as a prime destination for both domestic
and foreign investors aiming to engage in the nation's economic transformation

toward sustainable and elevated growth (BKPM, n.d).
